French Revolution Newspaper Project

Throughout the period of the French Revolution, newspapers were an important means of communication.  Improvements in technology and literacy rates meant they were accessible by an ever increasing number of people.  It was common for newspapers to be read aloud on a regular basis in many coffee houses and cafes throughout France.  It was through such publications that much of the new events and ideas of the period were publicized.

Your group is to create a French Revolution newspaper.  It is to consist of:

· 6 news articles of 300 words each relating to events of the French Revolution (5 marks each)

· 3 articles of 300 words each reporting on Enlightenment topics relating to the Revolution (Hobbes, Locke, Rousseau etc, etc.) (5 marks each)

· 3 editorials or opinion pieces of 300 words each on issues involved in the revolution (5 marks each)

· 1 political cartoon depicting an event and providing comment (5 marks)

· 5 advertisements (5 marks total)

Your paper should be as colourful and as attractive as possible - remember you are trying to sell it.   This will include a name for the paper.  Your coverage should range over the whole period 1789 -1800.  Because of this, please include a dateline for each article and editorial.  Each of these should also have a byline (which group member wrote it) and a headline.  You may style your paper as you wish, but please use a “newspaper format” but produce it electronically and upload it to the wiki.
